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New Mobile Home Regulations
Effective:  January 2007
A mobile home manufactured more than 10 years prior to date of application will not be permitted in Montgomery County.  A current title or other form of manufacturer provided identification showing year of manufacture of the mobile home must be provided at time of permit application.
On-Site Sewage Disposal Systems Ordinance
Effective:  September 2011
New Homes:
· All new installations of septic system regardless of acreage size shall be required to obtain a septic permit and install to current regulations.

· Septic tank shall precede all lagoons.

Remodel, Renovations, Modernizing: 

· Addition of bedroom, bathroom or kitchen to an existing structure needs a “dye” test and site verified by licensed installer with results sent to Montgomery County Sanitarian.

· Removal of one structure and installation of another structure need a “dye” test and site verified by licensed installer with results sent to Montgomery County Sanitarian.
Statement of Purpose

The purpose of the Master Plan for Montgomery County is to bring about orderly growth and development in the county in accordance with present and future needs in keeping with the goals set forth in the Master Plan.  While it is necessary to have a set of rules and regulations in order to accomplish these goals, the Commission did not want to burden the county residents with an excess of complicated statutes. With this in mind, the Commission has tried to develop a set of guidelines that is flexible and fair to everyone - written in language that is simple to read and easy to understand.    

The Planning & Zoning Commission urges the citizens of Montgomery County to support this plan - not only to benefit themselves in the present but to also provide for future generations.
BUILDING PERMIT INFORMATION

Anyone wishing to obtain a construction permit in unincorporated Montgomery County will need to bring the following information with them to the P&Z office when applying for a permit for home construction.  Call office with any questions pertaining to your construction.  Permits are needed for structures 10 x 10 or larger.
· A copy of property record card from Assessor`s office for the parcel of land where structure will be built.

· Septic permit receipt from Montgomery County Health Department (if installing new system) (564-2495 for septic info)
· Copy of deed for property (Assessor`s office or Recorder`s office)
· Physical address of property (See E911 Addressing office 564-2284)

· Site plan showing all setbacks and all existing structures (See next column for setbacks)

· Floor plan of proposed structure on 8-1/2 x 11 paper. (Only for new homes, and modular/mobile homes) May not be required for accessory buildings or garages. Total square footage of proposed structure including main floor, second floor, garage, carport, finished basement, loft, etc.      
· *Agriculture Buildings (Exempt BUT need a Profit and Loss Form (Schedule F 1040) from previous years tax form) to verify Ag status.         

Exemptions

Agricultural buildings (See Definition), fences, decks, swimming pools, gazebo’s, picnic shelters, or open porches do not require a permit.   However, portable carports DO require a permit.

Setbacks

Setback requirements in AGR. Zone =  50’ front and rear; 25’ side.
Setbacks in a  RES Zone = 30’ front and rear; 15’ side.

Setback requirements in Rural Village  = 10’ front and rear; 5’ side

Rural Villages include: Danville, Mineola, Big Spring, Americus, Gamma, Buell, Marling, Price’s Branch, Bluffton, Starkenburg, Pinnacle Lake, and Golden Eagle Reserve.

Building Permit Cost

Homes, mobile/modular homes, commercial buildings, etc.   (See back for new mobile home regulations.)                                                               $.10/square foot. 
Storage buildings, detached garages/buildings, portable carports:

$.05/sq. ft., or $15.00 minimum.

BUILDING PERMITS ARE VALID FOR 1 YEAR FROM DATE OF PURCHASE
Fee doubles if building is started before obtaining a permit**
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*AGRICULTURAL BUILDINGS ARE EXEMPT 

*Agricultural Building:  Any structure used exclusively in connection with the production, harvesting, storage, drying, or raising of agricultural commodities.  Zoning Administrator will determine if a building is classified as agricultural.
A Profit and Loss Form (Schedule F 1040) from previous year tax forms are needed to verify Agricultural status.
